For example, with systemd making its way into virtually all

Linux distributions in the last couple of years, he's dedicated a whole chapter (chapter 15) to

introducing the classic init system, Upstart, and systemd, as well as detailing how to use each of the

three systems well. He covers all the little tricks that you need to know to use it well and take

advantage of the capabilities of systemd, too.He uses Fedora and RHEL for his examples and such,

but that's absolutely fine even if you use a Debian-based distribution or some other distribution

family (like Arch, Gentoo, or Slackware). He covers the differences between RPM and Debian

based distributions well (and to be honest, there aren't all that many anymore, they are mostly

centered around the software distribution scheme these days).This book takes a different tack from

earlier editions I've read, as it is structured more to help you learn and provides exercises that can

be done to get that knowledge to really sink in. I've found it incredibly helpful to be able to have the

exercises to practice what I'm reading, as I'm more of a "learn by doing" kind of guy.Christopher

Negus' Linux Bible continues to be one of the best books to keep on my reference bookshelf.
