Based on the reviews, | was excited to get this book.However, | quickly found that the earliest
examples on the DVD do not match the references in the book.For instance, in Chapter 4, on page
57, the authors refer to a video clip, MVI_0152.MOV. However, this file cannot be found anywhere
in the Chapter 4 files on the DVD.Additionally, the authors provide a video tutorial that talks about

the "Common Media Folder". The video even says that a copy of the Common Media Folder is



included on the DVD. Sure enough, there’s a zip file with that name, but attempts to open it in
Windows 7 only create a file called DS_Store that | believe is an Apple-specific construct.| checked
with the publisher’s website, hoping to find some errata, or explanation, but couldn’t locate
anything.So at this point, I'd have to warn Windows users to be prepared to work through some
errors.Overall, the book looks good, and I think it will still provide some utility. But if you're
attempting to carefully follow the examples on the included DVD, you may be in for some difficulties.
If the examples get cleaner, I'll be sure to revise my rating.(Note: Since | can’t find any listing of
errors, as | continue to run into them I'll post them here.. especially those mistakes that | think could
lead to some confusion. Perhaps that will help other readers, particularly Windows users.)* Error on
Page 75 - Step 5 asks you to choose the 1.2121 ratio, when it's the 0.9091 ratio that will correct the
stretched red clip.” Error on Page 76 - Step 1 says to open the sequence "03 PAR". That actual
name of the sequence is "03 Field Order".* Clarification for Page 108 - Trouble importing some of

the .

First off, though the title doesn’t make it clear, this book is based on CS6, which is what | wanted,
not CC. Also, it's for the PRINTED version, not Kindle.l gladly give the book 5 stars, though maybe
only 4 for some issues I've outlined further down. I've used PPro for a while now, mostly self taught,
and, as is typical of us self-taught students, | realize just how little I've actually taught myself and
how very inefficiently I've been working . Remembering all the great tips will take time, but it'll be
time well spent.l would knock off 1 star because of some errors which are not typos, and for difficult
to follow writing style in certain sections. After spending time trying to get something to work, | then
realize that instead of a certain keystroke combination, the author actually meant another. Case in
point: advises using Alt-left/right arrow to nudge a clip. The correct combination is actually
Ctrl-left/right arrow. This is on page 168, and is repeated on the side-note on pages 170, and on
pages 173 and 175 and perhaps thereafter (not sure). It's certainly not a huge deal, but | did waste
a lot of time before realizing the error. In all fairness, the key combination is correctly identified in the
(printable) shortcut pdf file as well as on the video, but | didn’t read or watch these until after | had
figured it out on my own.While all the exercises are useful, a few are somewhat difficult to follow,
either because of phrasing, or because the accompanying pictures are not clearly showing what is
being described. The two images on page 196 identify the same area as being two separate things,
which | found confusing. Other images show the correct area of the interface, but do not highlight

what the authors are trying to point out.
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
