There are a couple characters, providing an enjoyable opportunity to affect
different voices and even different styles for the same character at different times.The book runs 48
pages, but it is very easy to finish in under ten minutes.

that if you feel scared and insecure there’s a good chance the other guy or gal feels the same way.

This story is about a boy named Ira who is going to sleep over his friend’s house. Ira is nervous
about it because he still sleeps with a teddy bear and he thinks Reggie will make fun of him. Ira
finds out that he isn’t the only one with a teddy bear. We liked this story because it had a lot of funny
